Summary of Workshops

CPD Training for NEW Teachers of Chinese: £145
Workshop 1 — Monday 30 ™ June 2008

This one-day workshop will look at the Chinese curriculum and teaching and learning strategies of
KS 2 and 3 of the UK National Curriculum. The first three sessions of this workshop will cover topics
such as curriculum design, teaching materials, teaching and learning strategies, teaching plans,
classroom management, and cultural integration. Some attention will be directed to methods for
teaching the first lessons of Year 3 and Year 7 (1% year secondary) classes of Chinese. The final
session will be devoted to hands-on teaching practice and questions/answers.

CPD Training for Teachers of Chinese: £225
Workshop 2 — Tuesday 1 ' July to Wednesday 2 "™ July 2008

This two-day workshop will focus on teaching Chinese at secondary school level (GCSE and A
levels). The workshop starts with an analysis of the current situation and difficulties in Chinese
language teaching and learning. The facilitators will share their understanding of the Chinese
language and views on how to design an effective and appropriate Chinese course at secondary
school level. Principles of Chinese curriculum design will be presented, and discussions will be
carried out regarding the selection of Chinese textbooks, teaching strategies for developing four
language skills, assessment and preparation for public exams. One of the sessions will be allocated
to hands-on practice on designing a course for KS3 and 4 and presentation of a teaching plan for a
chosen lesson. Some time on 2" July will be allocated to discussing IB issues and sharing the
workshop leaders experience of teaching this.

CPD Training for Teachers of Chinese with some experience: £145
Follow-up workshop - Thursday 3 ™ July 2008

This one-day follow-up workshop is designed to cater for those teachers with previous Chinese
teaching experience. One of the sessions will be devoted to introduction of various teaching
strategies employed to teach Chinese background students to a higher level, such as AS, A2 and IB
levels. Much of the attention of this workshop will be directed to exploring strategies used to help
students develop four language skills. The facilitators will share their experiences of teaching writing
skills in different writing styles, such as descriptive essay, diary, speech, article in magazines, letters,
etc. The participants will have the opportunity to design and share a lesson plan for a specific
teaching purpose in the last session. Some time will be allocated to discussing IB issues and sharing
the workshop leaders experience of teaching this.
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About the Workshop leaders

Ms. Yamin Ma has an M. Ed in curriculum Design and Development from Queen’s University,
Canada. Her teaching career started as an English teacher in a boarding school in Shanghai and
later taught ESL in Canada and then at a university in Hong Kong. In 1995, she started teaching
Chinese as a foreign language both at primary and secondary levels. She designed Chinese
curricula for both primary and secondary schools, which have proved successful and effective. Ms
Ma has been invited to advise on Chinese curriculum design and classroom teaching by various
international schools around the world, and regularly attends and presents research papers at
international conferences.

Ms. Xinying Li holds a Higher Diploma in Applied Linguistics from Tsinghua University, Beijing,
China. Trained as a teacher of English, Ms Li taught English at university level in Beijing. In 1990
she started teaching Chinese as a second language in the Department of East Asian Studies at
Edinburgh University, followed by 6 six years at Eton College, where she set up and taught the
Chinese programme for boys studying GCSE and A Levels. In 1996 she was the examiner for A
Level Chinese in the UK.

Ms Ma and Ms Li have been teaching Chinese and running the department at Island School, Hong
Kong, for the past 12 years. They have written the series; Chinese Made Easy (books 1-5); Chinese
Made Easy for Kids (books 1-4); and Easy Steps to Chinese (books 1-8, of which books 5-8 are soon
to be published). They have conducted workshops in Taipei, Manila, Singapore, Hong Kong and the
United Kingdom.
